| was appointed Liquidator of the Company on 4 August 2025 pursuant to an Order of the Supreme
Court of NSW, on an application by iCare for unpaid workers compensation premiums.

This report has been prepared pursuant to Insolvency Practice Rule 70-30 of the Act. You have
received this Report because | am aware that you may have a creditor claim and/or the limited books
and records available identified you as a creditor.

My investigations to date into the Company’s affairs and the conduct of its officers are preliminary
and a more detailed report will be provided to creditors within three months. My findings, including
any offences identified, will be reported to ASIC in due course.

| provide herein a brief overview of the Company’s affairs as presently known to me at this time.
4« The Company was incorporated on 21 July 2015.
4« The Company operated a freight services and transport business in NSW.

4« Mr Kevin Lewis Mccann has been the sole director and shareholder of the Company since its
incorporation.

An ASIC Company search lists the Company’s Registered Address and Principal Place of
Business as ‘147 Menangle Street Picton NSW 2571’. NSW Land Searches conducted in the
name of the Company and the Director has revealed no current property ownership.

On 2 July 2025, the Petitioning Creditor filed a winding up application against the Company
for outstanding insurance premiums. Subsequently, on 4 August 2025 | was appointed
Liquidator of the Company.

A search of the Transport for NSW database identified the following vehicles to be currently
registered in the Company’s name in NSW. | have no information available that would suggest
the Company has vehicles registered in any other state:

o 2022 Nissan Patrol (VIN JNITANY62A0165622) (“Patrol”)

Upon my appointment, | wrote to the PPSR creditor listed above. Finance One have since
provided relevant documentation pertaining to their security interest and confirmed their
outstanding balance as at 12 August 2025 to be $32,306.

Upon my appointment, members of my staff contacted the Director notifying him of my
appointment. The Director asserted to be unaware of the winding up proceedings and
indicated his intention to continue trading.

After informing the Director that the Company was to cease trading immediately, a business
license agreement was proposed whereby an alternate company under the Director’s control
would utilise the Company’s assets, for a weekly fee, to continue to trade the business and
preserve any underlying value pending a potential sale of business. Ultimately, as further
information was received by my office, it became apparent that a license agreement would
not be commercial.

During these initial discussions, | sought confirmation as to the location of the aforementioned
motor vehicles and advised my intention to take possession of same. The Director asserted
that despite the vehicles being registered in the Company’s name, only the Trailer was owned
by the Company. The Truck was purportedly purchased and owned by the Director’s parents,
and the Patrol was a personal vehicle utilised by his family.
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4« Based on the Director’s advice that his wife recently gave birth, it was my intention to provide
adequate time for the Director to source an alternate motor vehicle before taking possession
of the Patrol. Upon confirming my intention to repossess the Patrol with Finance One, it was
indicated that a repossession order had already been issued. Finance One have since taken
possession of the Patrol and have advised a public auction for same will occur on 12
September 2025. It is estimated that there will be surplus equity available, which will be
distributed into the Company’s liquidation bank account post auction.

4 Due to the Director’s contention of ownership of the Truck, | am yet to take possession of
same. The Director has asserted the Company’s bank statements would reveal loans provided
to the Company from his parents, with those funds then used for the purchase of a number
of trucks registered in the name of the Company. | have since reviewed the bank statements
and am unable to identify the source of these loans. Notwithstanding, without a formal loan
agreement and registered security, | am of the opinion that these loans would rank as an
unsecured claim in the Liquidation, with the Truck being an unencumbered asset of the
Company. Due to the Director’s asserted position regarding ownership, it is my intention to
seek legal advice on the equity rights of the Truck prior to taking possession of same. Despite
my requests to cease trading, | understand the Director to continue using the Truck for his
new employment.

4« Asownership of the Trailer was uncontested, | engaged O’Maras valuers and auctioneers who
took possession of same on 15 August 2025. The Trailer was subsequently sold via public
auction on 27 August 2025 for $4,900. Proceeds for same will be deposited into my Liquidation
bank account in the coming days, less collection and auction fees.

4 | have requested the Director to complete and submit a ROCAP pursuant to section 475(4) of
the Act and deliver up to me the books and records of the Company. To date, the Director has
not submitted a ROCAP or submitted books and records to my office. A failure to submit a
ROCAP and books and records within the required time frame and generally assist the
Liquidator is a breach of the Act and | have requested the assistance of ASIC to obtain
compliance from the Director.

In respect to preliminary investigations undertaken to date, | have identified a CBA bank account held
in the Company’s name with a debit balance of $19,043. CBA have since lodged a POD for this
overdrawn amount. In the absence of the Company’s books and records being delivered up by the
Director, | will rely on the available bank statements as a primary source of information for my
investigations.

In relation to Company assets, my investigations have only revealed the aforementioned motor
vehicles. | will provide creditors with an update on any recovery actions in my next report.

The Company’s known liabilities are currently represented by claims from secured creditors totalling
$32,306 and unsecured creditors including iCare, DCoT and CBA for c. $67,290. | note that the secured
claim by Finance One will be satisfied in full through the sale of the Patrol. Further, the Company may
have additional creditors and as such, the total liabilities are likely to increase.
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Due to the limited realisation of Company assets to date, the discharge of the Petitioning Creditors’
costs, Liquidation costs and any return to creditors will depend on the successful recovery of the motor
vehicles as well as the identification and pursuit of voidable recoveries or similar claims. It is too early
to determine if there are any claims to be pursued in the Liquidation and/or what recoveries may
result from the assets.

In any event, | am required to investigate the Company’s affairs and the conduct of its officers and
report my findings to ASIC in due course. If any creditors have information relevant to the Liquidation,
they are encouraged to contact my office without delay, such that it may assist my investigations
and/or improve the prospects of recovery for creditors.

3 LEGAL PROCEEDINGS

Pursuant to Section 500 of the Act, my appointment as Liquidator automatically stays any current legal
proceedings against the Company. Creditors cannot commence or continue proceedings against the
Company without my written consent or leave of the Court.

| am not aware of the Company currently being involved in any legal proceedings.

4.2  LANDLORDS/LESSORS

Whilst the Company is in Liquidation, a moratorium is imposed on all debts outstanding as at the date
of my appointment. This extends to amounts outstanding to equipment lessors and landlords of any
premises leased by the Company.

I am not aware of the Company being a party to any lease arrangements.
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4.3 EMPLOYEES

As the Director is yet to attend to my requests to deliver the Company’s books and records, | am
unable to determine if there are any employee entitlements owed by the Company.

To the extent there were former employees employed by the Company, there is a statutory priority
of payment in respect of outstanding entitlements such as wages, superannuation, annual leave, long
service leave, payment in lieu of notice and redundancy.

In the event that there are insufficient funds to pay a dividend to priority (employee) creditors in a
winding up, employees (excluding the Directors and related parties) may lodge a claim under the FEG
scheme with the DEWR in respect of certain entitlements that they are owed, subject to them meeting
the eligibility requirements of the FEG scheme. FEG does not pay outstanding superannuation.

The FEG scheme is administered by the DEWR for eligible employees who have been terminated from
their employment as a result of their employer’s insolvency and are owed entitlements.

In order for an employee to be eligible to claim outstanding entitlements under the FEG scheme, one of
the following conditions must be met:

As a creditor, you have rights to request meetings and information or take certain actions:

In liquidations, no meetings of creditors are held automatically.
However, creditors with claims of a certain value can request in
writing that the liquidator hold a meeting of creditors.

A meeting may be requested in the first 20 business days in a
creditors’ voluntary liquidation by = 5% of the value of the debts held
by known creditors who are not a related entity of the company.

Otherwise, meetings can be requested at any other time or in a court

liquidation by:

= > 10% but < 25% of the known value of creditors on the condition
that those creditors provide security for the cost of holding the
meeting

= > 25% of the known value of creditors

= creditors by resolution, or

» a Committee of Inspection (this is a smaller group of creditors
elected by, and to represent, all the creditors).

If a request complies with these requirements and is ‘reasonable’,
the liquidator must hold a meeting of creditors as soon as
reasonably practicable.

Right to request information

Liquidators will communicate important information with creditors as
required in a liquidation. In addition to the initial notice, you should
receive, at a minimum, a report within the first three months on the
likelihood of a dividend being paid.

Additionally, creditors have the right to request information at any
time. A liquidator must provide a creditor with the requested
information if their request is ‘reasonable’, the information is relevant
to the liquidation, and the provision of the information would not
cause the liquidator to breach their duties.

A liquidator must provide this information to a creditor within 5
business days of receiving the request, unless a longer period is
agreed. If, due to the nature of the information requested, the
liquidator requires more time to comply with the request, they can
extend the period by notifying the creditor in writing.

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Right to give directions to liquidator

Creditors, by resolution, may give a liquidator directions in relation to a liquidation. A liquidator must have
regard to these directions, but is not required to comply with the directions.

If a liquidator chooses not to comply with a direction given by a resolution of the creditors, they must
document their reasons.

An individual creditor cannot provide a direction to a liquidator.

Right to appoint a reviewing liquidator

Creditors, by resolution, may appoint a reviewing liquidator to review a liquidator’s remuneration or a cost or
expense incurred in a liquidation. The review is limited to:

=  remuneration approved within the six months prior to the appointment of the reviewing liquidator, and
= expenses incurred in the 12 months prior to the appointment of the reviewing liquidator.

The cost of the reviewing liquidator is paid from the assets of the liquidation, in priority to creditor claims.

An individual creditor can appoint a reviewing liquidator with the liquidator’'s consent, however the cost of
this reviewing liquidator must be met personally by the creditor making the appointment.

Right to replace liquidator
Creditors, by resolution, have the right to remove a liquidator and appoint another registered liquidator.

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Information sheet: Proposals without meetings ARITA

You may be a creditor in a liquidation, voluntary administration or deed of company arrangement
(collectively referred to as an external administration).

You have been asked by the liquidator, voluntary administrator or deed administrator (collectively
referred to as an external administrator) to consider passing a proposal without a meeting.

This information sheet is to assist you with understanding what a proposal without a meeting is and
what your rights as a creditor are.

What is a proposal without a meeting?

Meetings of creditors were previously the only way that external administrators could obtain the views
of the body of creditors. However, meetings can be very expensive to hold.

A proposal without a meeting is a cost effective way for the external administrator to obtain the consent
of creditors to a particular course of action.

What types of proposals can be put to creditors?

The external administrator is able to put a range of proposals to creditors by giving notice in writing to
the creditors. There is a restriction under the law that each notice can only contain a single proposal.
However, the external administrator can send more than one notice at any single time.

What information must the notice contain?

The notice must:

¢ include a statement of the reasons for the proposal and the likely impact it will have on creditors
if it is passed
e invite the creditor to either:
o vote yes or no to the proposal, or
o object to the proposal being resolved without a meeting, and
o specify a period of at least 15 business days for replies to be received by the external
administrator.

If you wish to vote or object, you will also need to lodge a Proof of Debt (POD) to substantiate your
claim in the external administration. The external administrator will provide you with a POD to complete.
You should ensure that you also provide documentation to support your claim.

If you have already lodged a POD in this external administration, you do not need to lodge another one.

The external administrator must also provide you with enough information for you to be able to make an
informed decision on how to cast your vote on the proposal. With some types of proposals, the law or
ARITA’s Code of Professional Practice sets requirements for the information that you must be provided.

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For example, if the external administrator is asking you to approve remuneration, you will be provided
with a Remuneration Approval Report, which will provide you with detailed information about how the
external administrator’'s remuneration for undertaking the external administration has been calculated.

What are your options if you are asked to vote on a proposal without a meeting?

You can choose to vote yes, no or object to the proposal being resolved without a meeting.

How is a resolution passed?

A resolution will be passed if more than 50% in number and 50% in value (of those creditors who did
vote) voted in favour of the proposal, but only so long as not more than 25% in value objected to the
proposal being resolved without a meeting.

What happens if the proposal doesn’t pass?

If the proposal doesn’t pass and an objection is not received, the external administrator can choose to
amend the proposal and ask creditors to consider it again or the external administrator can choose to
hold a meeting of creditors to consider the proposal.

The external administrator may also be able to go to Court to seek approval.

What happens if | object to the proposal being resolved without a meeting?

If more than 25% in value of creditors responding to the proposal object to the proposal being resolved
without a meeting, the proposal will not pass even if the required majority vote yes. The external
administrator will also be unable to put the proposal to creditors again without a meeting.

You should be aware that if you choose to object, there will be additional costs associated with
convening a meeting of creditors or the external administrator seeking the approval of the Court. This
cost will normally be paid from the available assets in the external administration.

This is an important power and you should ensure that it is used appropriately.
